DAA provides a college-preparatory educational program. The language of instruction is English. Students enroll in a maximum of
eight courses in a 4X4 block alternating Day 1/Day 2 schedule. Graduation requirements include a minimum of 22 credits and
community service for each year at DAA. Students are also given the option to enroll in the full International Baccalaureate (IB)
Diploma, IB Certificate courses, and Advanced Placement (AP) classes. We offer 46 higher level (HL) and standard level (SL) IB and 2 Diploma (IB O)
AP class options, in addition to many college preparatory classes.
