At GEMS Wel l i ngton Internat iona l  Schoo l  our  H igh-Performance Learn ing (HPL)  programme inst i l l s  w i th in  our  students  that  they can ach ieve
the very  best  grades through the deve lopment  of  appropr iate  learn ing hab i ts .  To reach the very  top ,  students  need to  work hard ,  ask  for
he lp  when they need i t ,  and ,  most  important ly ,  be l ieve that  they can do i t .  For  them to  be l ieve i t  i s  poss ib le ,  i t  i s  essent ia l  that  parents
and teachers  mode l  that  pos i t ive  assumpt ion ,  known as  our  ‘Performance Mindset ’ .  As a  'Wor ld  C lass  Schoo l ' ,  accred i ted by HPL,  we do not
let  our  students  th ink  " I ’m not  good enough” ,  but  encourage them to  be l ieve that  with  enough hard work that  anyth ing is  poss ib le  and that
they can ach ieve exce l lence .

The ACPs (Advanced Cogn i t ive  Performance character ist ics)  and VAAs (Va lues ,  Att i tudes and Attr ibutes)  form the key pr inc ip les  of  HPL .
The ACPs are  “ th ink ing sk i l l s ”  and these  requ i re  pract ice  in  order  to  become a  h igh  performer .  At  WIS we ca l l  these ‘The HPL Bra ins ’
ensur ing  that  our  students  are  encouraged to  th ink  ana lyt ica l ly  and creat ive ly ,  a longs ide  encourag ing them to  l i nk  ideas  and concepts ,  w i th
the expectat ions  that  th is  i s  done accurate ly  and qu ick ly  to  tra in  the  bra in  effect ive ly .  I n  add i t ion  to  th is  our  students  ref lect  on  the i r
learn ing by ‘ th ink ing about  th ink ing ’  a lways ensur ing they cons ider  ‘how’  and 'why’  they have arr ived at  a  part icu lar  conc lus ion .

At  WIS we encourage the be l ief  that  success is  not  poss ib le  wi thout  the  r ight  att i tude ,  so  encourage students  to  pract ice  and improve
the i r  Va lues ,  Att i tudes and Attr ibutes  (VAA’s)  too ,  w i th  a  focus on  three core  areas :  hard work ,  empathy and the ab i l i ty  to  be ag i le .

Students  wi l l
cont inue to  have a  c lass  teacher ,  now known as  a  Form Tutor ,  who wi l l  teach them a l l  of  the  foundat ion  sub jects .  The c lass  teacher  wi l l  a lso
be a  spec ia l i s t  in  e i ther  Eng l i sh  or  Mathemat ics ,  mean ing your  ch i ld  wi l l  a lso  be taught  e i ther  Eng l i sh  or  Mathemat ics  by  another  spec ia l i s t
teacher .  Students  in  Year  5  and 6 wi l l  a lso  have one of  the i r  sc ience lessons co-taught  by  a  spec ia l i s t  Sc ience teacher  from the Sc ience
department .  Dur ing  students  two Performing Arts  they wi l l  s tudy Dance ,  Drama and Mus ic .  Furthermore ,  students  wi l l  a lso  cont inue to  study
Des ign  Techno logy with  a  spec ia l i s t  teacher .  Other  non-core sub jects  that  students  wi l l  s tudy are  Comput ing ,  Human i t ies ,  Art  and Phys ica l
Educat ion .  In  add i t ion ,  a l l  s tudents  wi l l  s tudy Arab ic  and Mora l ,  Soc ia l  and Cu l tura l  Stud ies  (MSC) .  Mus l im students  wi l l  fo l low the Is lamic

Years  7 ,  8  and 9

Our  curr icu lum offered in  Years  7 ,  8  and 9 is  an  exc i t ing  and engag ing curr icu lum that  not  on ly  fo l lows the KS3 Nat iona l  Curr icu lum for
Eng land but  focuses on  a l lowing students  to  nurture  pass ions  and cur ios i t ies  through the pathways that  they study .  I t  i s  des igned to  equ ip
students  with  the  sk i l l s  and attr ibutes  requ i red for  later  study at  GCSE and IB  and a l l  s tudents  are  taught  by  secondary qua l i f ied  spec ia l i s t
teachers  in  a l l  sub jects .

Students  in  these year  groups study the core  sub jects  a longs ide  the  wider  curr icu lum.  The core  curr icu lum cons ists  of  Eng l i sh ,  Maths ,
Sc ience ,  Phys ica l  Educat ion  (PE)  and Arab ic ;  the  wider  curr icu lum cons ists  of  Modern Fore ign  Languages (Span ish ,  French and German) ,
Geography ,  H istory ,  Mora l  Soc ia l  and Cu l tura l  Stud ies .  I n  add i t ion ,  our  Mus l im students  wi l l  fo l low the Is lamic  Stud ies  curr icu lum,  wh i lst  non-
Mus l im students  wi l l  complete  an  a l ternat ive  sk i l l s-focused curr icu lum.  Students  in  Year  7  wi l l  a l l  be  g iven the  opportun i ty  of  study ing one
of  three Modern Fore ign  languages (Span ish ,  French or  German) .

Outs ide  of  the  core  e lements  of  the  curr icu lum,  students  are  a lso  exposed to  a  wider  range of  sub jects  that  wi l l  deve lop pract ica l  sk i l l s  as
wel l  as  other  important  sk i l l s  and competenc ies  that  wi l l  nurture  the i r  interests  and asp i rat ions ,  support ing  the i r  t rans i t ion  into  GCSE and
IB .

I f  the  C l in ica l  Team dec ides  your
ch i ld  i s  unwel l  they wi l l  ca l l  home to  inform you or  ask  you to  co l lect  your  ch i ld  from schoo l .

I f  your  ch i ld  i s  t reated at  schoo l ,  the  med ica l  team wi l l  send home a  green med ica l  i n format ion  s l ip  so  you are  aware of  the  treatment .
Examples  of  th is  are ;  P laster  on  a  m inor  cut ,  cream admin istered for  mosqu i to  b i te .  I f  you are  co l lect ing  your  ch i ld  from the schoo l
because they are  i l l  or  in jured then your  ch i ld  wi l l  need a  green med ica l  s l ip  to  ensure  that  the i r  attendance records are  updated .

SENDING MEDICATION TO SCHOOL:
